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Special Textures of Some Volcanic Rocks

 (terms used as adjectives for the above rock names) 

Porphyritic:

  a mixture of microscopic crystals and crystals large enough to see.

 

Vesicular:

 containing large rounded holes (frozen gas bubbles). 

  

 

Volcanic Rocks that contain no Minerals (They are made of disordered atoms, i.e. glass)

 

Obsidian:

 black, gray or red-brown; glassy. Contains no crystals. Usually has felsic composition. 

Pumice:

  gray, full of holes, very lightweight, spun glass.  Usually has felsic composition.
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
